(amblyopia suspect)

(superior oblique palsy)

(thyroid eye disease)

	• Hemangioma

	• Hypertropia (updrifting eyes, 
strabismus)

	• Light sensitivity (photophobia)

	• Myasthenia gravis 

	• Nasolacrimal duct obstruction 
(blocked tear duct)

	• Ocular trauma

	• Photophobia (light sensitivity)

	• Red eye

	• Sixth nerve palsy (strabismus,  
crossing eyes)

	• Strabismus (eye misalignment,  
any type)

	• Stye (hordeolum, bump on eyelid)

	• Superior oblique palsy 
(4th cranial nerve palsy)

	• Third cranial nerve palsy 
(strabismus)

	• Thyroid eye disease  
(Graves’ disease)

	• Torticollis (head tilt)

	• Trichiasis (eyelashes grow inward)

	• Wall eyes (exotropia, drifting eyes, 
strabismus)
